CONSTRUCTION DRAWING REVIEW

Construction Drawings shall be required for all Utility Main or Service line extensions and or any necessary roadway/right-of-way improvements. Be aware that this Final Site Plan cannot be approved or signed off by this office until and after formal Construction Drawing approval has been achieved.

A sixty day review period may be required from the time of submittal and the time that comments are provided to the applicant by all reviewing agencies. This review time frame may be necessary on each subsequent submittal until the plans are accepted by all reviewing entities and formal approval can be accomplished through this office.

FEES  

At the time of “Commercial” Construction Drawing submittal and/or prior to Construction Drawing approval by this office, the applicant must submit a copy of the receipt to demonstrate that payment of all applicable Construction Drawing (CD) and Private Infrastructure Inspection fees has been rendered to Manatee County. 

At the time of “Residential or Commercial (Out-Parcels) Subdivision” Final Plat approval by this office, the applicant must submit a copy of the receipt to demonstrate that payment of all applicable Construction Drawing (CD) and Private Infrastructure Inspection fees has been rendered to Manatee County.
