LAPIN SEPTIC TANK SERVICE, INC, dba LAPIN SERVICES nka LAPIN SERVICES pursuant to
Manatee County Procurement Code Sec. 2-26-61, files this Notice of request for board review, stay
of procurement, and request for oral review on the bid protest challenging the RFP
#18-R067464MS, RFP NAME: Corrosion and Odor Control Services nka RFP for the MANATEE
COUNTY, FLORIDA nka COUNTY procurement department and utilities department.
Standing and Timelines

i 5 LAPIN SERVICES is a well known services contractor across the state of Florida
since 1987 and has a substantial interest in connection with the proposed RFP because it was the
lowest bidder and the last standing qualified bidder in the previously canceled RFP #17-0177GD,

offering a savings of more than $1.77 Million over the purported intended awardee.
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Z. LAPIN SERVICES is aggrieved by the RFP because of its unreasonably restrictive
requirements and how it was drafted. The RFP does not allow LAPIN SERVICES to submit a
proposal.

3. The formal protest was based upon alleged deviations from established Committee
procedures set forth in the Manatee County Procurement Code and existing Manatee County
written guidelines in Manatee County Purchasing Division Administrative Standards & Procedures
Manual.

4, LAPIN SERVICES timely filed its formal protest within seven calendar days, October
11, 2017, after which it knew of the facts giving rise to the formal protest. The COUNTY posted the
RFP electronically on October 4, 2017. Although LAPIN SERVICES was a prior invested proposer,
LAPIN SERVICES was not notified of the posting, but became aware, by happenstance, on October
9,2017.

5 LAPIN SERVICES now timely files its request for board review of the appeal of the
protest denial that is dated October 20, 2017 (issued November 1, 2017). Per Manatee County Code
2-26-61(f), a request for board review shall be addressed in writing to the board within three (3)
business days from the date of receipt of the decision. The notice of denial of protest was delivered
via email on Friday, November 1, 2017 (dated October 20, 2017). A supplemental letter informing
us of our right to appeal was delivered on November 17, 2017. Filing of an appeal must be made no

later than Wednesday, November 22, 2017.

Stay of Procurement

6. Per Manatee County Code 2-26-61(g), the COUNTY shall not proceed further with
the RFP #18-R067464MS, nor award any contract, until there is a written determination regarding

this formal appeal.
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
